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rom the river to the sea, Palestine
shall be free!

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with whatever weapons at hand

The Oregon Department of Corrections appears to have effectively disappeared
Malik Muhammad, a Black Palestinian anarchist and antifascist prisoner serving
one of the longest sentences handed to a protester after the 2020 George Floyd
uprising. According to court documents, Muhammad threw a Molotov cocktail
at police in Oregon in 2020. In 2022, they pleaded guilty to 14 felonies and
received a concurrent 10-year federal and state sentence in Oregon State Prison.
On Monday, March 30, 2026, members of Muhammad’s support team noticed
something alarming: their profile had vanished from the prison messaging
system GettingOut. Around the same time, their name no longer appeared in
Oregon’s inmate search database. This disappearance happened in the wake of a
call-in campaign to once again get Muhammad out of solitary confinement.
Since then, family and supporters have been scrambling for answers, calling
Eastern Oregon Correctional Institution (EOCI) and multiple Oregon
Department of Corrections (DOC) offices. They’ve gotten almost nothing in
return. After over a week without any answers, we were finally able to locate our
dear friend Malik. We got no information from ODOC, BOP, or any other DOC—
the only reason we were able to find them is because they were able to send a
letter. They still haven’t gotten an attorney call. Malik is currently being held in
South Carolina. ODOC chose to send them as far as they could away from their
lawyer and support base, to another state carceral system on the complete other
side of the country. This is a blatant attempt to isolate Malik and break down
their support system. Moving an inmate from one state system to another like
this is highly unusual and represents an alarming escalation. In the short time
they’ve been in South Carolina, Malik has been horrifically mistreated, with
SCDC cutting off their hair and forcing them into an overcrowded cell where
they have to sleep on the ground. They are currently being held at the Kirkland
Reception and Evaluation Center (a holdover facility) and they have no idea how
long they will be there before they are transferred elsewhere. Some inmates
have been kept there for months and months with extremely limited access to
basic things like showers and comms. Holdover life is in many ways as bad or
worse than solitary, since inmates have no property, no programming, and few
chances to leave their cells. We know from Casey Goonan’s account of their
recent prolonged holdover time at Mendoza what a toll this time can take. We
don’t know how long Malik will be at their current location, but we hope it won’t
be long. The recent escalation in Malik’s treatment comes as the state has
dramatically increased repression of antifascists. It’s only been a couple of
weeks since the verdict in the first Prairieland court case showed that the state
will use torture, intimidation, and blatant lies to get its way when it comes to
repressing antifascism and advancing its “Antifa Scare” agenda. Malik’s removal
to SCis yet another example of the state targeting them for their identity and
their antifascist politics. Malik only gets two envelopes a month and has no
other access to comms at the moment, but you can still write to them to express
your support. Please do so.
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“My name is Malik Farrad Muhammad. I’'m a 26-year-old
black/Palestinian pansexual Muslim (yes, hella
confusing). 'm an anarchist antifascist, anti-racist
abolitionist (yes, both cops and prisons) for my love of
freedom! My first protest was in high school: a walkout
staged after Treyvon Martin’s murder. From there, I
never really got active again until “Bernie or Bust” and
then, of course, the George Floyd uprising. I traveled the
country and organized and fought and was ultimately
kidnapped ransomed and now held prisoner here at OSP.
I have a beautiful son and a loving family back home in
the Midwest. ’'m also a veteran, I was a tanker in the
army — and no, 'm not proud that I was part of the
murder machine, so don’t thank me for my service. I
love music more than anything almost, am a guitarist
and aspiring pianist, all genres.

Not much else to say except that 'm a lover of freedom,
equity and equality, and will fight to my last breath for
it. Unlike those who may regret a thing they did to get
convicted or those who tempered their actions for fear
of the consequences, I regret nothing, if only not doing
more before I was caught. I will live for the people and
I'll die for the people because I love the people, we who
want freedom cannot rest till it comes.”

Let me be clear: first off, ’'m no antisemitic, but I am an anti Zionist, ’'m
anti Zionist because I support Palestinians’ autonomy and freedom from
the state oppression and violence coming from the Israeli state.

Just because
their prime minister is Jewish, doesn’t mean he’s for the people or
progress. We’ve seen a party in Sweden with deep neonazi ties come to
power, we seen a woman in Italy come to power with a base in Mussolini’s
fascist ideology. All people who may look like us or have gone through a
struggle don’t make them for us. Same with policy, all policy changing
ain’t positive.

I first saw the attack on Israel on Oct 7th. I went to the hole the next day.
So from there I listened to the radio about it for a month. I cried and my
heart was heavy. I've kicked myself for not being free, not going to
Palestine and doing any aid work I can. Since I was a kid I dreamed of
going there, since I was a kid I’ve had a passion for freedom from
oppression over there (everywhere really). Now I’'m stuck, helpless, its
infuriating.

Now it’s over 3 months into this conflict and the audacious actions of the
Israeli state are deplorable. It’s in no way comparable to the October 7th
attack. I think of this dialectically, both are true at the same time. Oct 7th
was an atrocity, AND Israel is currently committing war crimes and a
genocide. The unrelenting support of the state by the world is also
despicable. The very notion that because genocide was coined during the
Holocaust does NOT limit it to one people or ONE nation’s actions. We
commented on genocide and ethnic cleansings in Africa. We condemned
North Korea for the atrocities committed against its own people. But
because it’s a U.S. ally, their actions are justified? They’re somehow
immune to critique or subject to adhere to the rules of war? That’s asinine,
and JUST like the world sat idly by during Germany’s crimes, they are
doing the same now. Don’t WAIT until things become a broader conflict
for there to be action taken! By then it’ll be too late! By then history will
look back at the slaughtered Palestinians and acts of Israel and judge
those sympathizers and their inaction as among those on the wrong side
of history.

The world is watching
the big bad boogiemen, Russia and China, imagining Russia waging a
campaign across Europe, because white people are cared about more.
Meanwhile, there is a very real Hitler, a very real conquest being waged, a
genocide being carried out, and waiting for the U.S. to do something is
fruitless. The U.S. would benefit from Israel doing that. It’s why the state
of Israel was created — to put another piece on the board for the U.S. in
the Middle East to counter Russia. It was said once that, “if there was no
Israel, [America] would have to create an Israel.” That is to say, America
would always prop up a power in the Middle East that could influence and
destabilize the region. So, perhaps the real tyrant, the one consistently
appeased... is the U.S.

I don’t understand the lack of urgency in this genocide. Countries are
careful not to be “too quick” to call it a genocide. War crimes, “sure,” they
say, breaches of international laws, “yeah, maybe,” but genocide, they
won’t say. Perhaps because that would mean they HAVE to act. And act in
a substantive manner. Currently, the best they can do is recognize
Palestinian statehood. Years late, as 150 countries already do, but France is
the first “influential” one? It’s insane that unless countries say, “I see
you,” to recognize your suffering, then you pretty much don’t exist. No
country has recognized the human rights abuses of Blacks. Yet it persists.
France’s latest “I see you,” even they admit, is largely symbolic. They said
they’re not naive enough to think anything can be done without the U.S,,
which tells me this can be equated to when France told Poland to hold on
for two weeks, when Germany invaded, promising aid that never came.
Poland held on for over a month. How quickly did France fall next?

I want to pose the slippery slope argument regarding appeasement. We
saw how appeasement served Hitler, let’s put Bebe in Hitler’s shoes. Quite
simple, he puts those shoes on every day, and people like Minister
Smutridge (I don’t know how to spell his name and don’t care), who by the
way has the name of a bad guy from Star Wars, an operator of the Death
Star, a destroyer of worlds. Smutridge is his Himmler. When Hitler was
appeased, as Bebe is now, he tried to exterminate a people, wipe them
from the face of the earth.
